Departure and return to school

Clothing, lunch and spending money

The children will need to wear school uniform and sensible footwear. Children will need a packed lunch
and non-fizzy drink in a carton or plastic container. Pupils entitled to free school meals will be
provided with a packed lunch if they require one. If fime allows, we may visit the Tower of London
shop. Your child may wish to bring a small amount of spending money, but it should be no more than £5.

In order to secure your child's place on the London Trip, a payment of £30 is required along with
confirmation of consent to attend the trip. This must be paid, and consent provided, on ParentPay by
20 October 2025.
