Y3 Phonics Intervention PathwayNB: If a pupil reaches the end of Year 3 and, having had significant phonics intervention, is still not progressing with phonics then the teacher should seek advice from the SENCO and consider alternative approaches to teaching reading e.g. precision teaching of whole words, syllable clapping etc. Consider transferring from Rhino Readers to Rapid Readers at the appropriate level. 

No phonics actions required unless indicated by AR/teacher assessment at any point.
Complete Letters and Sounds Phonic Screening Phase 5.
Was pupil successful at this level?
Complete Phases 2-5 Letters and Sounds Phonic Screening.
Was pupil successful at all levels?
Did pupil pass phonics screening assessment by the end of Y2?
Did pupil pass phonics screening assessment at end of Y1?
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Assess reading comprehension using Star Early Literacy or Star Reader and AR. Letters and Sounds phonics intervention to start at lowest level of identified need during screening. Use Rhino Readers (Twinkl letters & sounds) for home reading instead of Big Cat or Rapid Readers scheme.
No specific intervention required for phonics. Assess using Star Reading/AR. Move to Big Cat Reading Scheme if EXS level reader. Use Rapid Readers and consider intervention for comprehension if still WBS or WTS for age.
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
